E GENCY PREP TIONS
The past twelve months have tested all of our resources and patience. There was lhe Snow Storm of December 26
with 20 to 24 inches covering the Town, two major flood events in March and April, an Earlhquake in June, Hurricane
Irene in August (with the worst flooding since 1903 and extensive power outages), more flooding from Tropical Slorm
Lee a week later, the wet/heavy snowfall on Oclober 29 which caused exlensive power outages and tree damage,
and finally (as of this writing) the power failure on November 28. Many of you had to rethink the planning and

response during emergencies.

PLANNING

Each home should have a plan and be prepared. A good source is on the Township's web site,
www.waynelownship.com, on the lefl side click "Wayne A lo 2", click "O", ¢lick "Office of Emergency Managemenl”,
then click "Flood Preparedness”. This is a specific reference for Wayne's issues. Another more general source is
www. FEMA.gov and review "Are You Ready”. Some items to consider for preparing yourself for an emergency are:

Flashlights, radio & spare balleries First aid kit

One week of medical supplies & prescriplions Personal items

Infant care items Water & non-perishable food

Cash or traveler's checks Safely store important documents
RESPONSE

Some events are predictable (flooding) where others are unpredictable (earthquake, power outages, fire). Maintain a
calm presence. Gather information from radio, local TV channel, Wayne's web site or possibly Police emergency
nolification. Realize that the police desk may be inundated with calls. Do not call 911, unless it is an emergency that
requires a police, ambulance , or fire response. Stay at your home unless the risk of flooding or fire exists. Do not
drive unless it is necessary. Generators or any gas powered equipment must be operated away from any windows or
openings and must be well ventilated.

RECOVERY
After the event is over relurning back to a sense of normal life is not always easy. If flood waters were within or
around your properly, it is essential to clean up safely. | suggest www.floodsmarl.gov, and look for “Preparation and

Recovery”.
Most important to remember to do:
Call your insurance agent Check for structural damage before re-entering
Take photos for documentation List all damaged items
Keep power off until an electrical inspection Boil water as directed
Prevent mold by removing all wet items Wear gloves, bools & face mask

The Township through the Police Department, Office of Emergency Management, the Deparlment of Public Works,
the Health Deparlment, and the Administration work hard to plan, respond and recover from emergencies. Channel

prime sources of informaltion during and afler emergencies. Proper planning and preparedness will go a long way to
ensuring your safely and help to mitigate the impact experienced from various events.

Solid Waste & Recycling Info

Solid Waste, Recycling & Vegetative Waste must be at the curb by 6:00 a.m. on the day of collection

Solid Waste, Recycling & Vegetative Waste Containers and White Goods & Scrap Metals
Must NOT Be Placed at the Curb More Than 24 Hours Prior to Your Scheduled Collection Date

Commingled Recycling includes: Glass Bollles & Jars, Food, Beverage & Pet Food Cans, All Plastics
with # 1 - 7. This includes all plastic bollles, containers, polystyrene containers & packing peanuts,
boltle caps, shrink wrap, plastic pipes, solid plastic outdoor furniture & plastic toys (remove any metal

parts). Do Not Include: window glass, light bulbs, plates, ceramics, china, crystal, mirrored glass,
aerosol cans, paint cans, chemical cans, foil or food wrappers.

Mixed Paper & Corrugated/Cardboard Box Recycling includes: Newspapers, Books, Junk Mail,
Magazines, Periodicals, Letters & Envelopes, Scrap Paper and Dry Food Boxes. Place in brown
paper grocery bags or pul into a sturdy corrugated box or tie in a bundle that can be reasonable

lifted by one person. Do Not Include: used paper plates, cups or towels, soiled papers, wax coated
milk, juice or food containers.

Do Not include any Plastic Bags with Mixed Paper & Corrugated Recycling

Recyclables & Vegetative Waste Must Not Be Placed at Curb in Plastic Bags.
Recycle Plastic Bags at Your Local Grocery Store

Large, Non-Metal Bulk Items such as Furniture, Large Televisions, Carpels, Scrap Wood and
Other Large Odds & Ends Are Garbage and Should be Put Out on Your First or
Second Solid Waste Collection of the Month (Maximum of 3 ltems)

Construction materials must be disposed of privately. If you are doing a SMALL repair, a container
of debris or some doors or windows can be handled as bulk items on the 1st or 2nd solid waste
collection of each month. Wood scraps should be no more than 4' - 5" long, with nails removed & tied
in bundles or in container that one person can lift & dump.

All other construction debris requires private disposal.

Largest size container permilted for recycling & garbage is 35 gallons, max. 50 Ibs.
Largest size container permitted for vegetative wasle is 32 gallons

Any recycling or vegetative waste in larger containers will NOT be collected.
DO NOT OVERFILL CONTAINER, One person must be able to lift and dump

Solid Waste, Recyclables & Vegetative Waste Will Be Collected Rain or Shine. In the Event
of Heavy Snowfall or Flooding Conditions, Collection May Be Canceled Until Your Next
Scheduled Date. If This Occurs, It Will Be Announced on TV channel 77 & www.waynetownship.com

Snow & Ice Response Procedures

The Public Works Division of Roads is responsible for snow and ice removal from the 185 miles of Township roads.
All County roads are the responsibility of Passaic Counly, and Routes 23, 46 & B0 are serviced by the New Jersey
Department of Transportation. During times of snow covered or icy roads it is best to limit or delay travel, if possible.
The Township works round the clock until all Township roads are clear and safe. We ask your patience, as the snow
removal process will go on for hours after the snow has ended. The Township snow removal protocol is as follows:

1. Hilly streets - one pass in each direction 2. Main roads - one pass in each direclion

3. Side sireels - one pass in each direction 4. Streets then start getling plowed close to curb in same order

Steps You Should Take During A Snowstorm

. Remove basketball poles and hoops from roadway. They impede the operation and could damage trucks.
2. During a storm event, day or night, parking on roads is prohibited. Parked cars restrict snow removal and
could be damaged by passing snow plows or sallers. Parked cars that impede the operation could be towed.
3. Do Not plow, blow or shovel driveway or sidewalk snow into roadway. All snow should remain on
your properly
4. Pile snow to the left of your driveway (when facing your house from road). This will reduce the amount
of snow pushed into your driveway from snow plows, which is unavoidable. It is your responsibility to remove
the snow that rolls off plows in front of driveways.
. If garbage & recycling are not cancelled, do not place containers in roads. They should be placed behind the
curbline or in the road shoulder area. Best advise, if there is a chance of snow, do not put containers
out and wait until your next collection. Recycling can be brought to the Recycling Center.

4 Christmas Tree Recycling

Place tree and holiday greens at curb using the following guidelines:

1. Remove all garland, lights, decorations & tree stand

2. Remove all wire used to secure trees, wreaths & greens

3. Once at curb, remove tree disposal bag and put in garbage

4. Just leave the tree & greens at curb, collection will take place
throughout January,

During snow or ice conditions, trucks femporarily stop picking up Christmas trees to respond to
storm conditions. When storm conditions are cleared, Christmas tree collection will resume.
